New Custom Rosettes to Div. Champs & Reserves



Only 1st place horses return for the championship.
Model must be present for the judge off.  
Class Limits:
2 models/class/entrant


“Overstuff” – For those planning to place more than two models in a particular class, we offer this solution: $1.00 per extra horse/per class above the Division’s legal limit to be placed on the table with the extra model(s) in question.  

Division

Definitions:
“OF CHINA” Division - This division is for all factory finished china/porcelain/other material mass production finish factory released models, finished by factory employees.  Models may include H-R,Beswick, RD, RW, BHR, BFA, Alchemy (china), NL, Hartland and other china/porcelain models.  

“OF Plastic” - This division is for all factory finished mass produced plastic models  Breyer Models as well as other mass produced plastics such at Stone, Hartlands, Schleich, Blue Ribbon, etc.

ONE BREED CLASS PER MODEL. 
Judging Criteria:

Breed Classes – Models will be judged on breed characteristics/standards, conformation, anatomy, biomechanics, build suitable to gender/age, realism and condition.
Collectability – (OF Plastic and OF China) will be judged on  age, condition, rarity, mold detail/shading, and other similar factors. Documentation/Info/Provenance Cards are REQUIRED!!!   If an original finish model does NOT have documentation for collectability, it will not be judged for the yellow qualifying collectability classes.
Workmanship – (Resin, Custom, and Custom Glaze) Models will be judged on finish-work, detailing, and general artistry

The Show Committee/Show Coordinator reserves the right to combine classes with fewer than five (5) entrants.  On the plus side, they may also split classes if they are huge!  
Choosing Champions/Reserves – Will be chosen by callbacks of all first place horses at the end of the Division.  From the champions of the division, the overal champion and reserve of the show will be selected at the end of the show day.
NO CARD SYSTEM!!!  Leg tags only. Judges will only be recording the 1st and 2nd place winner for each class so please remember to record your horses other placings for yourselves.  "This should save time."   
LEG TAG INFO:
You need to have a strung stationary tag affixed to your model’s leg.  SIDE #1=  Breed, Sex;  SIDE #2= Models name  & owner's 3 initials from entry form.  SIDE #1 facing up during judging.  (for china classes the tag does not need to be attached, just placed very near the horse.  
If a model is lying down – The judge will have the ability to pick up to examine any model that is placed lying down.  If it's tippy, don't risk it please :)  If you need something to set a horse on because you forgot to bring something, just ask your judge and something nice and soft will be found. 
Special Lunchtime Classes
Amarna Productions :  Judged by your show holder, this will be a special class for the work of Liz Bouras.  

MISCELLANEA/ SHOW ETIQUETTE
All belongings must be placed on or under your table.  No spillage into walkways – this can be dangerous!

A Silent auction  may be held during the day. Donations of tack, CMs, services are gladly welcomed. More information on what will be available will be sent at a later date.  If you are interested in donating an item, please contact me at: scribblesitm@gmail.com
COMPLAINTS about judging, smoking (FORBIDDEN in on property), etc., should be made to the show coordinator IMMEDIATELY.  Please do not smoke on VFW property.  If you must smoke, please leave the hall and walk towards the road making sure you are on the road side of the trees in front so that smoke doesn't blow back into the building , and please dispose of your cigarette debris in an appropriate manner (don’t just drop them on the ground).
LIABILITY – Talley Ho show committee, Judges and the VFW cannot be held responsible for any lost, broken or missing property, or injury to any participants or spectators.
DO NOT EVER PICK UP any exhibitor’s models without their permission.  If you damage someone’s model, you’ll have to pay for it.  The only exception to this is if someone has left a model on the judging table after their class; the show committee reserves the right to move it to the “PONY POUND”.  They will be careful, but cannot be held responsible for any damages.  Please instruct any of your guests on proper show hall etiquette.  You are responsible for your family and guest(s) actions.
SMALL/YOUNG CHILDREN are NOT encouraged to attend this show.  There are many expensive models displayed; parents are responsible for their children’s action in the event of any breakage/damage.  Your fellow participants have enough stress to deal with without adding noisy or poorly behaved children.  It’s a long day for adults – think of how a child might feel.  Children under the age of 15 must be supervised by an adult. Violation of this rule could result in being asked to leave the show hall and forfeiture of fees.  
POOR SPORTSMANSHIP will not be tolerated.  If anyone acts in such a manner, or does not obey directions of the Show Committee, will be asked to leave (also any family members) and will not be refunded any portion of their show fee.
NO ALCOHOL (very serious on this, we do NOT have the necessary license), BAD LANGUAGE, PETS, RADIOS/MUSIC, RUNNING or SMOKING in the show hall.  
PARKING – Please refer to the map on the last page of the packet.  There is PLENTY of room to park, but it isn't marked.  PLEASE don't block anyone in.
LUNCH/FOOD – Will be brought in (probably pizza). We hope to break for lunch at 12:30-ish for probably 45 minutes or so). Lunch is included for showers/judges and show staff. Additional  family members may partake of the luncheon provided at $5.00 per person.   If anyone wants to bring sweets to share, we'd love to have a pot luck snack option!
NO LOITERING - Please refrain from lingering around  the show rings when judging is in progress, and refrain from talking while within earshot of the judges as they are judging.  If you have questions concerning your placing, please ask the judge right after the pinning of that class so the information is still fresh in the judge’s mind. Judge’s decisions are final.  All other questions should be asked prior to the start of judging preferably via email before the day of show.. (ie. “What class do you want Fjords in?”)
Please listen carefully for all announcements!  There will be four (4) rings going simultaneously all day.  You will need to be attentive.  Our speaker is my daughter's karaoke machine but the hall is small :)  In the event of the machine not working,  Everyone knows I can be very loud when needed :)

For those who enter – the schedule may change a bit.   Please review all confirmation correspondence and pre-show letters to be updated on any changes to or clarifications of rules/schedule/etc.
SPECIAL NOTE: This show is a benefit for Liz Bouras and Paula O'Keefe to help with medical bill as they both go through cancer treatment.  Through the years, they have given so much to the model horse community, so the show committee is using this time to give back and show our love.
